Satisfying the abovementioned complete set of
criteria does not guarantee successful direct admission into ACJC as the
applicant will be required to come down to Anglo-Chinese Junior College
for a selection audition.

Candidates are required to present two contrasting pieces no longer than
10 minutes. The performance audition repertoire should be of good
technical and expressive standard.

All candidates will also be required to attend an interview.
